Short History of  

Trinity Lutheran School 

On September 19, 1841, our congregation held its 

first Divine Worship Service in the home of Rev. 

Francis Springer.  

1860ð Februaryð TLS has its genesis when Pastor 

Huschman begins teaching classes, probably in the 

two story church on 3rd Street. 

1865ð Congregation purchases a home on Jeffer-

son for its growing student body. 

1866ð First School Picnic is held 

1880ð As class sizes continue to increase, Trinity 

razes the house on Jefferson and builds a school 

building on the site. 

1895ð Trinity begins a branch school at Concordia 

Seminary for families on the north-east side of 

town. 

1906ð A modern, two story school is built behind 

the church (where the present parking lot is today). 

1916ð Trinity builds a large branch school on 

Matheny Street for Lutherans in the north-east side 

of town. It is called Immanuel. 

1928ð Trinity releases about 200 people to form 

Immanuel congregation and the school is given to 

them. 

1948ð Kindergarten Classes are started at Trinity. 

1954ð Trinityõs òNew Schooló at Governor and 

MacArthur is dedicated. 

1960ð Trinity School celebrates it 100th anniver-

sary. 

2001ð The new addition, featuring additional class 

rooms and office space,  Learning Center, and a 

large Parish Center is dedicated.
